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PRESIDENTIS MESSAGE

There has been considerabte discussion recently about
academic - industry cooperation ln chemistry. The NSF

has initiated a program of jolnt grants, and at least
two conferences have been held on the subject.

For vibraEional spectroscopists, such cooperation is not
new. We have had strong substanrive lnteractions bet-
ween all parts of the communiEy since Lhe earllest days
of the practice of modern lnfrared spectroscopy. In
this cornmunity I include unlversities, lndustry, govern-
ment, publishers, and private consultants. A revlew of
the membershtp of the Coblentz Board through the years
shows Ehis distribution as we1l.

The model of cooperation established by vibrational (and
to a lesser extent electronic) spectroscopists, has been
replicated by the nuclear magnetic resonance, nass
spectroscopy, and chrouratography communlties as wel1.
It works because all of the segnoents have sooethlng to
contribute to Ehe science. We all need each other for
pr.aqress.

Thrs crucial point - mutual need for the progress of
science - has not been sufficiently emphaslzed in the
recent discussions of academic-industry interactlons.
A11 too often the discussions have focused on one-
directlonal interactions. The resE of Ehe chemical con-
munity would do well to examine the rnodel evolved over
the years by spectroscopists. At the same time we nusE
continue to nurture thls lnportant aspect of our own
sclentlflc practlce.

ResulEs of a feasibility study to deEermine the most

effective melhod for digitizlng large numbers of IR
spectra wtll be reported by Dr. Clara D. Craver at the
Annual }leetlng of the Joint Comnittee on Atomic and

Molecular ?hysical Data (JCMP) Tuesday, March ll at
2 p.m., in the Captaints Room of the Boardwal-k Regency

Hotel. Interested persons are inviEed lo attend. The

study involves a quantitative comparison of coding
accuracy from IR charts of various sizes, uslng manual
recording of peak positions vs. coding wirh an X-Y digi-
tizlng tablet. Results are expecLed to be imPorEanE in
selecting the optimurn method for entering literature
spectra into band coded data bases. The study was car-
ried out jointly by Clara Craver and Elizabeth Kirby
under sponsorship c;f the 0ffice of Standard Reference
Data (USA) and the Canadian InstituLe for Scientiflc
and Technical InformaLion.
